(Routes to Employability)

Course Code: FGA25151

Level: 1

Duration:

You need: There are no formal entry requirements for this
course but applicants must demonstrate a real interest in
the subject and satisfactory references are required
Method of Assessment: Assignments and portfolio of work

Course Content

This Level 1 Art & Design route offers a basic introduction
to art and design. On this course you will begin to develop
an understanding of the work of artists and crafts people.
Through your own work you will also begin to explore line,
colour and form during practical workshop sessions. You
will be introduced to a variety of materials and methods
and are encouraged to explore and experiment with visual
ideas and techniques.

The course introduces a variety of art and design skills
including:

2D visual language

Collage

Designing & making 3D objects
Media

Painting.

You will also develop presentational skills and be asked to
give evaluations of your work and the work of others.

Opportunities

This course will enable you to prepare a portfolio of work
for progression on to the Level 2 Diploma in Art & Design,
Level 2 Diploma in Media or as preparation for employment
or further training.

BTEC Level 2 Diploma
Art & Design

Course Code: FGA05151

Level: 2

Duration: 1 year

You need: 3 GCSEs (Grade D or above), or a relevant and
appropriate Level 1 course, or an appropriate equivalent, a
real interest in the subject and satisfactory references are
required

Method of Assessment: Assignments and portfolio of work

Course Content

The BTEC Diploma in Art & Design Level 2 provides a more
in-depth introduction to art and design than the Level

1 course. It is suitable for those who have a real talent

and who are sure that they would like to progress their
understanding and skills in art and design.

On this course you will acquire an understanding of the
work of artists and crafts people. Through your own work,
you will also develop an understanding of line, colour

and form during practical workshop sessions. You will

be introduced to additional materials and methods not
covered on the Level 1 course and encouraged to explore,
experiment with and discuss visual language.

Opportunities

On completion of this course you will have a good
grounding to progress to more advanced courses such
as a specialist BTEC Level 3 programme in art and design
subjects or as preparation for employment or further
training.
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BTEC Level 3 Extended
Diploma in Art & Design

Course Code: FGA05181

Level: 3

Duration: 2 years

You need: 5 GCSEs (Grade C or above), it is
recommended that one is GCSE English, or a
relevant Level 2 Diploma with at least a Merit profile
or an appropriate equivalent. A portfolio of Art &
Design work and satisfactory references are also
required

Method of Assessment: Assignments and portfolio
of work

Course Content

The BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma Art & Design
is a nationally recognised qualification that is
equivalent to three A Levels and therefore provides
a natural stepping stone to courses in higher
education. It is recommended for those who are
not yet ready to specialise in one particular area of
art and design and wish to experience a range of
subject specialisms.

This course provides opportunities to explore and
develop skills in a wide range of art and design
processes and materials.

The course covers a variety of art and design
subjects and may include:

Design principles

Drawing development

Ideas & concepts

Materials, techniques & processes.
Visual communication.

During the course you will have the opportunity to
specialise in areas such as Photography, Fine Art,
Ceramics, Jewellery, Furniture/Product Design,
Print or Textiles.

This course will enable you to prepare a portfolio
of Art & Design work and equip you with the
necessary skills to seek employment, work within
the fields of art and design or progress to further
study, either on a Foundation degree or BA degree
programme.
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BTEC Level 3 Extended
Diploma in Digital Design
& Graphics

Course Code: FGA05041

Level: 3

Duration: 2 years

You need: 5 GCSEs (Grade C or above), it is
recommended that one is GCSE English, or a
relevant Level 2 Diploma with at least a Merit profile
or an appropriate equivalent. A portfolio of Art &
Design work and satisfactory references are also
required

Method of Assessment: Assignments and portfolio
of work

Course Content
The BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma Digital Design
& Graphics is a nationally recognised qualification
that is equivalent to three A Levels and therefore
provides a natural stepping stone to courses in
higher education. The course offers a focused
programme which develops creative graphic
design, multimedia and interpersonal skills.

The course focuses on problem solving and
the development of a personal visual language
suitable for the design industry.

You will prepare a portfolio of design work and on
completion be equipped to evaluate and present
your own work.

The course covers a variety of design related
subjects and may include:

Developing concepts for advertising
Exploring graphic design areas

Mixed media image making

Professional practice & presentation skills
Specialist computer applications

Website design.

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BTEC Level 3 Foundation
Diploma in Art & Design

Course Code: FGA05131

Level: 3

Duration: 1 year

You need: To be 18+, 2 A Levels (1 Art-based)/
relevant Level 3 Diploma or equivalent/relevant
portfolio of work and satisfactory references
Method of Assessment: Projects: the final major
project is externally assessed before a grade can
be issued

Course Content

This course is designed to build on and link
in with previous Art & Design experience,
enhancing your creative skills whilst learning
to work independently.

The course is made up of nine units grouped
into three stages and the emphasis throughout
the course is on exploring and experimenting
with materials, techniques and processes (both
2D and 3D), thinking skills and analytical work.

Opportunities

The Level 3 Foundation Diploma in Art & Design
is intended to be a bridge to Higher Education.
It builds on your ability to produce work by
instilling a level of critical awareness and is

a natural pathway to University and higher
education courses.

Level: 3

Duration: 1 year

You need: No formal qualifications. However,
applicants will require a basic level of numeracy
and communication skills. All students will be
interviewed prior to starting the course

Method of Assessment: Assignments and
portfolio of work

Course Content

This pathway is designed to develop and extend
previous Art & Design experience. Whilst you
build on your existing skills you will also learn
how to work independently.

There will be an emphasis on the exploration of
materials, techniques and processes in order to
experiment in both 2D and 3D work.

Opportunities

The Access to HE course is intended to be a
bridge to higher education and it can also lead
on to a teacher training programme.

EQUIPMENT

In order to study on the Art & Design
courses you will need to buy a range
of art equipment, sketchbooks and a
portfolio to keep your work in. A 35mm
film camera and/or digital camera to
record your work will be an advantage.

THE ART SHOP

There is an Art shop within the Arts
Centre which stocks the materials and
equipment required at competitive
prices.

EDUCATIONAL VISITS

You will be required to attend a number
of day visits to museums, Exhibitions,
other colleges, Universities and, on
occasions, residential visits. There will
be a cost involved in these visits with
the average being around £20 per visit.

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BTEC Level 2
Diploma in Media

Course Code: FGA05161

Level: 2

Duration: 1 year

You need: 3 GCSEs (Grade D or above), or a
relevant and appropriate Level 1 course with a
Merit profile or equivalent, a real interest in the
subject and satisfactory references

Method of Assessment: Projects and
assignments

Course Content

The BTEC Level 2 Diploma in Media is a
practical, work related course, equivalent to four
GCSEs (grade A*-C). You learn by completing
projects and assignments that are based on
realistic workplace situations, activities and
demands.

The course introduces you to the basic
techniques and principles of moving image
production and provides a good basis to go on
to a more advanced work-related qualification.

Subjects covered include:

B Animation techniques
B Research for media production
B Video production.

Equipment

In order to be able to study on this course you
will need to buy some media equipment. e.g.
Headphones and tapes.

Opportunities

On completion of this course you will have a
good grounding to progress to more advanced
courses such as a specialist BTEC Level 3
programme relating to moving image and
video production. With further training or study,
you can also go into a wide range of careers

in the Media including broadcasting, sound
production, film, video and TV production.
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BTEC Level 3 Extended
Diploma in Creative Media
Production (TV & Film)

Course Code: FGA05141

Level: 3

Duration: 2 yeaars

You need: 5 GCSEs (Grade C or above), it is
recommended that one is GCSE English, a
relevant Level 2 Diploma with at least a Merit
profile, or an appropriate equivalent, and
satisfactory references are required

Method of Assessment: Assignments and
portfolio of work

Course Content

The BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma in
Creative Media Production (TV & Film) Level
3is a nationally recognised qualification that

is equivalent to three A Levels and therefore
provides a natural stepping stone to courses in
higher education.

This course develops creative moving image
production skills. It focuses on the planning,
production and editing of a broad range of
media including moving image, print and

audio production. You will also learn how to
analyse moving image products made by Media
professionals for film and television from both
mainstream and alternative productions.

The course covers a variety of moving image
related subjects such as:

Advertising production

Corporate & promotional video production
Factual programme production techniques
Film & television studies

Professional practice

Video editing

Writing for television & video.

In order to be able to study on this course you
will need to buy some media equipment.

Opportunities

This course prepares you for work in the Media
industry or the opportunity to progress on to a
Foundation degree or degree course in Media or
a related subject.




Our Performing Arts course will give
you opportunities to develop and
extend skills across the disciplines
of acting, musical theatre and
dance. This is because the industry
requires people to have knowledge
and practical experience across the
areas, thus equipping you with the
necessary range of skills for further
progression. The facilities within
Performing Arts include a fully
equipped dedicated performing arts
studio and rehearsal space.

BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma in
Performing Arts

Course Code: FGA05111

Level: 3

Duration: 2 years

You need: 5 GCSEs (Grade C or above), it is recommended that
one is GCSE English, a relevant Level 2 Diploma with at least

a Merit profile, or an appropriate equivalent, and satisfactory
references are required

Method of Assessment: Practical assignments, professional
practice, performances and portfolio.

Course Content

The BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma in Performing Arts
(Performance) is a nationally recognised qualification that is
equivalent to three A Levels and therefore provides a natural
stepping stone to courses in higher education.

The course helps to develop the performance skills, technical
abilities and professional attitude essential for the successful
performer. It focuses on specialist training within drama,
dance, and musical theatre, and provides a firm foundation for
a range of careers in the performing arts industry.

The course covers a variety of related subjects that may
include:

Devising theatre and directing

Dance performance and choreography
Performing to an audience

Radio acting

Script writing

Storytelling as performance

Vocal and singing workshops.

The students’ last public performance of the course takes place
in the Grantham Guildhall Theatre and is open to the public.

Opportunities

On successful completion of the course most students
progress to drama and dance schools or universities with a few
going straight into the performing arts industry.
